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Living a Sanctified Life
 (I Thessalonians 3:9-4:12)
1.) In Chapter 3:12, the Thessalonians are encouraged to “abound in love to one another and to all.”  How should we be demonstrating this type of love in our lives?  See Gal. 6:9-10; III John 1:5; Matt. 5:13-16; Mark 16:15-16; I Thess. 2:8.

2.) Given what we secular history tells us about the culture that existed in the cities of the Greek/Roman empires, why would the teaching in 4:3-8 regarding sexual immorality be necessary?  

3.) While teaching about the importance of purity, the Christians were reminded that their bodies are “vessels.”  If we imagine that our bodies are vessels, how will that change the way we live our lives?  See  II Cor. 4:3-7; I Cor. 3:16-17; Acts 9:15; Lev. 11:32-33; II Chron. 29:17-19.

4.) According to Chapter 4:9-10, how far did the brotherly love of the Thessalonians extend?  What lessons can we take from that?

5.) According to Chapter 4:11-12, how were the Thessalonians to order their lives?  Compare to the teaching in I Timothy 2:1-2.    How can we better apply this teaching as we live out our lives here in Washington DC in the 21st Century?
