David and Christ
No one person in the bible could be a perfect type of Christ in every respect.  Despite the many imperfections in his life, the prophets referred to Jesus as “David their king.” Jeremiah said, “They shall serve Jehovah their God, and David their king, whom I will raise up to them.”  (Jeremiah 30:9)  Ezekiel said “And I will set up one Shepherd over them, and He shall feed them, my servant David. He shall feed them, and He shall be their Shepherd.”  (Ezekiel 34:23)   “And David My servant shall be King over them. And there shall be one Shepherd to all of them. And they shall walk in My judgments, and obey My Laws, and do them.”  (Ezekiel 37:24)  David had long been dead when Jeremiah prophesied.  David had been dead four hundred years when Ezekiel prophesied.  These and other prophesies could only refer to David in a typical sense.  Because these scriptures refer to Christ, they must mean that David was a type of Christ.
