The Tabernacle
1.) In preparation for our class, please review the description of the Tabernacle and the Holy Things found around/within the tabernacle from Exodus 25-27 & 30.  Consult a Bible Dictionary or other reference book with diagrams/pictures that might help you better picture the layout.  What significance and symbolism do you recognize in the pattern for the Tabernacle as laid out by God?
2.) In what ways did the Tabernacle symbolize the constancy of God’s Presence for the people of Israel?  See Exodus 40:34-38; Leviticus 6:8-13; 24:1-9.

3.) While the Tabernacle symbolized God’s Presence with Israel, in what did the Tabernacle also remind the people of the distance/gap/separation between God and His People? See Exodus 40:8; Numbers 18:1-5; Numbers 4:5-15; Hebrews 9:6-8; Leviticus 22:31-33.

4.) Why would the Tabernacle, which served as God’s dwelling place among Israel, also serve as the place of sacrifice?  See Exodus 5:3; 33:1-5.

5.) While the patriarchs offered sacrifice to God in a number of places in the Old Testament, what was God’s intent for sacrifice once the Tabernacle was erected?  See Leviticus 17:1-9.

6.) The Bible clearly teaches that God does not dwell in buildings made by human hands.  See Acts 17:24-25; Isaiah 66:1-2; I Kings 8:27.  So for what purpose did Jehovah have the Israelites to build the Tabernacle?   See Leviticus 26:1-2 & 11-12.  See also II Corinthians 6:14-18; Revelation 21:1-3; I Cor. 3:17.
