Leviticus—Lesson 9

The Jewish Calendar (Leviticus 23)
1.) This chapter declares (in 23:2) the “feasts” of the Lord.  While we often associate the word “feast” with a sumptuous meal, what is the precise definition of this Hebrew word (“mowed”) that is translated “feast” in Leviticus?

2.) For what purpose did God command the people to observe the Day of Passover and its accompanying Feast of Unleavened Bread each year? Note the significance of these feasts for us as Christians.  See Luke 22:14-16 & I Corinthians 5:7-8.  

3.) What was the Feast of Firstfruits and what did it symbolize?  In what ways does the Spirit invoke the concept of the firstfruits within the New Testament for Christians?  See I Cor. 15:20-24; I Cor. 16:15; Romans 8:18-25.

4.) God commanded the people to remember the “Feast of Weeks.”  By what other names do we see this feast called?  See Exodus 34:22; Acts 2:1.  What was the purpose of this feast?  What significance can we see for the Feast of Weeks in light of the events of Acts 2?  See also Luke 10:2?

5.) What was the purpose of the Feast of Trumpets?  Do Jews still celebrate this feast today?  If so, by what name and with what purpose is it celebrated?  Is this in keeping with God’s commands for the Jewish people?  See Exodus 12:2.  

6.) Describe the Feast of Tabernacles/Booths?  How was it observed and what did it symbolize?  

7.) What special obligations did the Jewish people have upon the Feast of Unleavened Bread, Feast of Weeks, and Feast of Tabernacles?  See Deuteronomy 16:16-17.

8.) In addition to the feasts described in Leviticus 23, what additional holy days would the Jews add to their calendar by the time of Jesus?  See Esther 9:18-32; John 10:22.
