1.) According to the Scriptures, what is the nature and purpose of the Lord’s Supper?  Why is it still observed today?  Under what names do different churches observe this memorial today, and what is the significance of those names?
2.) From the Old Testament, and from the teaching of Jesus, what figures, shadows, and types find their fulfillment in the Lord’s Supper?

3.) According to Scriptural example and command, when and how often are churches to share in the Lord’s Supper? 
4.) Many churches classify the Lord’s Supper as a “Sacrament.”  What is the significance of this term?  Is it a Scriptural term/concept?    To what extent would you agree with Christians who declare the Lord’s Supper to be a Christian sacrament?

5.) When Paul wrote to the church at Corinth regarding a problem in their observance of the Supper, what problem had he noticed, and how did he direct that church to solve their problem?  What has been the response of most Christian churches to prevent this from ever recurring as a problem?  Was it an appropriate response?
