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Sanctified Living (part 1)
1.) What does it mean for a person/thing to be sanctified? See II Chronicles 29:17-19; Genesis 2:3; Exodus 19:14; Numbers 3:13; 

2.) What does the Bible say about the sanctification of a Christian? See I Thess 5:23-24; II Thess. 2:13; I Cor. 3:16-17; Hebrews 10:10-14.

3.) In order to be sanctified, what must a Christian be careful to do? See II Timothy 2:20-26; James 1:27; I John 3:1-3; II Cor. 6:14-18.  

4.) A Christian must be sanctified in his/her speech.  What does Colossians 4:6 teach us about our speech?

5.) Speech that is not “gracious” can defile us.  Consider the following types of speech that might defile us.  For each one, define precisely what is at issue and why this type of speech would displease God, consider how/why we might struggle with this type of defilement in our speech, and consider practical ways we can eliminate this type of speech from our lives:

a. Evil speaking (James 4:11-12; I Peter 2:1)

b. Gossip (I Timothy 5:13)

c. Profanity (Exodus 20:7)

d. Swearing (James 5:12)

e. Vulgarity (Ephesians 5:4)

f. Cursing (James 3:8-10)

g. Harsh Words (Proverbs 15:1)

6.) Reading Colossians 4:6 within the context, what does it mean to have our speech “seasoned with salt?” See II Timothy 2:15; & I Peter 4:11.  

7.) Why is it so important for our speech to be blameless?  See II Corinthians 4:5-7; Proverbs 26:7.

8.) How hard will it be gain control over our speech?  Should we expect to become sanctified in our speech immediately, or will this require diligent effort over time?  See James 3:2-12.
