1.) In addition to our speech, in what other ways should a Christian’s sanctification be noticeable by those around us?  See Ephesians 5:1-12; Titus 3:1-4; 

2.) How will a Christian’s approach to sexuality differ from those in the world around us? See Proverbs 7:6-27; Matthew 5:27-28; I Timothy 5:1-2; Romans 1:21-28.  I Cor. 6:9-18.

3.) Within the confines of marriage, what should be the Christian’s view toward sexuality?  Proverbs 5:15-20; Hebrews 13:4; I Cor. 7:1-9; 

4.) How will a Christian’s approach to dress/personal appearance differ from those in the world around us?  See I Timothy 2:8-10;  I Peter 3:1-4; James 2:1-5; Mark 12:38; Luke 12:22-28; I Timothy 6:8.

5.) How will a Christian’s usage of alcohol and drugs differ from those in the world around us?  See Romans 13:13; I Peter 4:2-3; I Thess 5:6-8; Eph. 5:18; Prov. 20:1; Prov. 23:29-32; Isaiah 5:11.

6.) The Bible includes multiple warnings about the dangers of alcohol and condemns the sin of drunkenness, but does the Bible require that all Christians must totally and completely abstain from alcohol?  See  I Tim. 5:23; Psalm 104:14-15; Proverbs 31:4-7; Titus 2:3; I Timothy 3:8; John 2:1-11; Luke 7:33-34.  What sound reasons might lead a Christian to abstain/not abstain from alcohol completely?   

7.) Does the Bible’s teaching regarding the use of alcohol inform how we should approach the use of other drugs?  If a drug/substance is legal/prescribed by a doctor can/should we assume that its usage would be acceptable to God?
