Moses and Christ

Moses is the most important figure of the Old Testament just as Christ is the dominant figure of the New Testament.  Moses lead the children of Israel out of Egypt, gave them the law as given to him by God, constituted them as God’s people, lead them through forty years of wandering in the wilderness and brought them within reach of the promised land.  No one can deny that Moses was a type of Christ.  God promised Moses that he would raise up a prophet like him from among the children of Israel: “I will raise up for them a prophet like you from among their brothers. And I will put my words in his mouth, and he shall speak to them all that I command him.” That this was clearly a reference to Christ in shown in Acts 3 where Peter declared to the Jews:  “And He shall send Jesus Christ, who before was proclaimed to you, whom Heaven truly needs to receive until the times of restoration of all things, which God has spoken by the mouth of His holy prophets since the world began. For Moses truly said to the fathers, ‘The Lord your God shall raise up a Prophet to you from your brothers, One like me. You shall hear Him in all things, whatever He may say to you’.” (Acts 3:20 – 23)  Other Old Testament and New Testament scriptures that point out similarities between Moses and Christ are shown in the following table.  Look up the scriptures and be prepared to discuss the similarities.
