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Redeeming the Time
1.) In Ephesians 5:16 and Colossians 4:5 we are instructed to walk carefully and walk in wisdom, “redeeming the time.”  What is the meaning of this phrase?  

2.) Consider the reminders of the brevity of life given to us in God’s Word. See, e.g. Psalm 90; I Peter 1:24-25; Eccl. 12.  Why does God remind us of the brevity of life?  How should this impact decisions about how to spend our time?


3.) God’s word teaches us that we will all give account to God for how we spend our time in this life. See II Cor. 5:9-10; Romans 2:6; Matt. 25:14-30; Eccl. 12:13-14; Gal. 6:7-10.  How does this help us understand how to spend our time?  

4.) Does the Bible have any advice for those of us who are tempted to procrastinate? See Hebrews 3:7-14; Luke 9:59-62; Acts 24:25.

5.) Does the Bible have any advice for those who like to think/plan/dream about the future?  Proverbs 27:1; Luke 12:16-21.

6.) Note how easily Satan can distract us, not by tempting us to behavior that is inherently sinful, but by simply keeping us too busy to serve God.  See Luke 10:38-42; I John 2:15-17; Matthew 6:24.

7.) Come prepared with at least three practical ideas of how you can consistently and habitually “recapture” more of your time for spiritual growth/service instead of worldly pursuits.
