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What Does the Bible Say About Whether There is “One Church?”
1.) Does the Bible teach that Christians can serve God faithfully by serving “the church of one’s choice,” choosing from among a diverse group of churches, each teaching and practicing different things, of does the Bible teach that there is only “one church?” 

2.) Is it possible that God recognizes His children all over the world as being members of “one church,” but that the many different Christian groups and sects we encounter today are all various component parts that make up that “one church?” Why/why not?
3.) Considering the provisions God made for his Church and His design for the church, what has God done for His church to encourage Christian unity?  Has anything about God’s design for the church made Christian unity difficult to achieve/maintain?

4.) How would you discuss the subject of Christian Unity and the idea of there being “one church” with a member of a Catholic church?  What passages of Scripture might you want to discuss with him/her?

5.) How would you discuss the subject of Christian Unity and the idea of there being “one church” with a member of a “non-denominational” Christian church?  What passages of Scripture might you want to discuss with him/her?

6.) Although Christians within “churches of Christ” claim to stress the importance of Christian Unity and the idea that there is only one church, if we look honestly at ourselves, we must admit an unfortunate amount of division among our congregations.  Are we practicing what we preach when it comes to Christian unity?  Are there passages of Scripture that we need to study and emphasize more to be the united body of believers God desires?
