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What Does the Bible Say About . . . Music in Worship
1.) What does the New Testament say about singing as part of our worship to God?  In what ways do we see singing playing a role in the lives of Christians in the First Century?

2.) What is the purpose of singing by Christians?  How does the nature of congregational singing accomplish the purpose of our singing?

3.) Does the Bible teach that musical instruments may be used as part of our Christian worship? 

4.) Do some basic research about the history of music within the Christian church.  What does Christian history teach us about the nature of singing/music during the time that the Apostles were guiding the Lord’s church in the First Century?

5.) If you share with someone that you are a part of the church of Christ, and hear in response “Isn’t that the church that doesn’t believe in music?”—how would you respond to this question?  How could you use this question as avenue to talk with that person about the more important ways that our congregation might be unique from most Christian churches in our area?
